Keywords: Word One, Word Two, Word Three (sorted by importance)
Please include a list of keywords that figure prominently in your chapter. These words should include important vocabulary, names of people, and names of organizations, primarily. Please do not include words that are part of the monograph title or chapter title. Each word should be capitalized.

INTRODUCTION

The page format is A4 (210x297mm). Use top, bottom, left and right margins of 2.5 cm. Pages should not be numbered.

Volume of the text should be around 16 pages. Chapters should be submitted electronically through website: http://www.udekom.org.rs/publications.html 
In the middle of the first page of the chapter, write the title. Use font Times New Roman Bold 14 pt, capital letters. Authors' names (bold) should be written in Times New Roman 12 pt, in the middle of the page. Institutions’ names, addresses and e-mail addresses in the footnote should be typed in Times New Roman 10 pt. An abstact with key words follows after the title and author's name written in Times New Roman bold and italic 12 pt.

Headings should be written in Times New Roman Bold, in capital letters font size 12 pt, as shown in this instruction. The chapter should be typed with ordinary space, and a blank line should be left between paragraphs. Left and right margins are aligned (justified). Use font Times New Roman 12 pt for the text, as this instruction is given.

Formulas should be centered and written with numbers to the right, as in this example. Please use equations in MS Word and do not insert equation as a picture.
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For printing formula, use font that you choose but keep it the same in all formulas. Do not miss explanations of variables and their measurement units.

References should relate only to the material you cited within your chapter (this is not a bibliography). References should be in APA style and listed in alphabetical order. Please do not include any abbreviations. Any additional references should be included in an Additional Reading section.
In-text reference citations examples: 

· According to Jones (1998), "Students often had difficulty using APA style, especially when it was their first time" (p. 199).
· Jones (1998) found "students often had difficulty using APA style" (p. 199); what implications does this have for teachers?
· She stated, "Students often had difficulty using APA style" (Jones, 1998, p. 199), but she did not offer an explanation as to why.
